Council has received correspondence from Transport for NSW containing a request from Marki@opure

the Member for Oatley, written on behalf of one of his constituents, requesting consideration be given to
installing parking restrictions on weekends on York Road in the section between Darley Road and Baronga
Avenue, Queens Park. The constituent adsitraffic on the weekends is congested in both directions and
more severe than weekday peak hou@ouncil will need to exercise its delegated functions to implement

the proposal.

A request to install weekend parking restibms on York Road north of the traffic signals at Darley Road

was forwarded to the State Member for Oatley, Mark Coure MP. The current restrictions apply during week
day peak hours only and not on weekends. Parked vehicles reportedly cause congestignsiaction of

3.  Technical Analysis

York Road, Queens Park is a tway, local Road which acts as one of the major links from Bondi Junction in
the north to Randwick in the south. A significant number of northbound vehicles in York Roadgtuirn ri
onto Baronga Avenue and at busy times, vehicles frequently queue back around the bend from Baronga
Avenue towards the York/Darley Road signalised intersection.

Southbound vehicles on York Road turning right or left into Darley Road also queue batkersignals at

York Road/Darley Road.

The weekend congestion/queuing on this section of roadway is observed to be more severe than on
weekdays due to kerb side parked vehicles. Improvements to traffic flow including bus movements could

Following receipt of a petition signed by residents of Ewell Street requesting consideration be given to the
introduction of resident parking into that street, Council officers conducted a surveyresalkents having

a frontage to Ewell Street to determine the level of support or otherwise to the introduction of a resident
parking scheme (RPS) into that street.

It should be noted that Ewell Street is not contained within the boundaries of an exissignt parking
scheme area nor is it close to an existing scheme on the northern side of Birrell Street.

Based on the survey results and that the request for resident parking restrictions is for one individual street
as opposed to restrictions beingsialled in an area containing multiple streets, it is recommended that the
creation of resident parking in Ewell Street not proceed.

2. Introduction/Background

A petition was received from residents of Ewell Street, Bondi requesting the introductiesidént
parking restrictions into that street.

In accordance with standard practice following receipt of such a petition, a survey was undertaken of all
residents having a frontage to Ewell Street to gauge the level of support or otherwise to the inioodofc
resident parking restrictions. The survey area is shown in Figure 1.

3.  Technical Analysis

All households in the survey area received a survey {sga Attachment 1) regarding the proposed
introduction of an RPS. Residents were asked to answer questions on:

Number of vehicles owned/ driven by their household.

Number of offstreet parking spaces available.

Thelevel of difficulty they experience finding an on street parking space.

Whether or not they support the introduction of residential preferential parking scheme in their

area.

The response rate of the survey was low at 33.3%. Of those responding, 96% faevour of the

proposed restrictions. However, given that Council has previously resolved to only proceed with the
introduction of resident parking where this is generally a response rate of around 50%, it is recommended
the introduction of the RPPQ®tproceed. It is also Council practice to only introduce resident parking
schemes on an area basis, not into individual streets. Introducing resident parking restrictions into an
isolated street is likely to make parking more difficult in nearby streets.

A site inspection was undertaken in Ewell Street on Friday 14 September at 11 am. During this site
inspection the parking occupancy was approximately 89% percent (approximately-8emt car spaces
and 31 cars parked along Ewell Street).
