1. Executive Summary

Council officers have assessed safety, parking, and traffic congestion along Bronte beach in Bayview Street
following resident representations. A number of changes to parking restrictions were developed. These
were presented to residents via a survey. gtBperties immediately affected and fronting the proposed
changes were consulted with 11 responding to the survey. The subject area is shown in Figure 1.

The following treatments are recommended taking into account the feedback from the survey:

1) Extending the existing 'No Stopping' restriction that is between the driveway across 29 & 27
Bayview Street east for an extra 5 metres.

2) Shortening the 'No Parking' restriction around the bend of thedestac on the park side to allow
10 metres okextra space for unrestricted parking.
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3) Replacing the two 'No Through Road' signs with orange fluorescent colour signs enabling better
visibility for motorists.

4) Installing a 'No Stopping (R)' sign at the light pole in front of 11 Bayview Street, widnidd
disallow vehicles parking in the corner of the intersection.

5) Signposting and linearking of the space in front of the median island at the intersection of
Bayview Street and Bronte Marine Drive to serve as a 'Pick Up/Drop Off' zone for tisleseh

There is no net loss in general unrestricted parking. Treatment 1 results in the loss of one space.
Treatment 2 resus in the gain of one space.

The survey results indicate strong support for all treatments except Treatment 2 where the response is 5 in
favour and 8 against. Treatment 2 reduces the area available for cars and Council wadés e turn

around at the culde-sac. Conversion of 10 metres to unrestricted parking is recommended instead of 15
metres.

The culde-sac provides space for vehicles who enter Bayview Street a space to turn around their vehicles
and exit the area.

On the western corner of the cdle-sac, the No Parking restriction starts roughb metres from when the
kerb tangent is no longer perpendicular and extends around the bend until east of the driveway to property
No.31.

The resident survey sought residents feedback for a 15 metre reduction in the No Parking restrictions as
shown belaov in Figure 4.

5 responses were in favour of the treatment. 8 did not support it. The split for Bayview Street residents
was 4 in favour and 6 against.

Treatment 2reduces the area available for cars and Council waste vehicles to turn around at-thesad.
Conversion of 10 metres to unrestricted parking is recommended instead of 15 metres. This will result in
one additional orstreet parking space.

The amendegbroposal with a 10 metre reduction is shown in Figure 5 below.
